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LONG YU
MUSIC DIRECTOR

OF SHANGHAI SYMPHONY ORCHESTRA

Hailed by The New York Times as “the most powerful
figure in China’s classical music scene,” the conductor
and impresario Long Yu has devoted his illustrious
career to steering China’s growing connection to
classical music while familiarizing international
audiences with the country’s most eminent musicians
and composers. From north to south, Maestro Yu
currently holds the top position in China’s three most
prominent orchestras—Artistic Director of the China
Philharmonic Orchestra in Beijing and Music Director
of both the Shanghai and Guangzhou symphony
orchestras—as well as Principal Guest Conductor of the
Hong Kong Philharmonic Orchestra. He is co-director of
Shanghai's Music in the Summer Air festival and Chair
of the Artistic Committee of the Beijing Music Festival,
an annual autumn event that he founded in 1998 and
served as Artistic Director until 2018. He is currently
Vice President of the China Musicians Association and
Chairman of its recently established League of China
Orchestras.

Since taking the reins of the Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra in 2009, Maestro Yu's initiatives include the
2014 opening of Shanghai Symphony Hall. That same
year, he founded the Shanghai Orchestra Academy,
China’s first post-graduate training program for
orchestral musicians, in partnership with the Shanghai
Conservatory of Music and the New York Philharmonic,
which also named Maestro Yu an honorary member
of their International Advisory Board, a 12-member
network of advocates and ambassadors gathered
to connect the Philharmonic with individuals and
institutions in their home countries. Two years later, he
launched the biennial Shanghai Isaac Stern International
Violin Competition, a result of his relationship with the
Stern family dating from the violinist's appearance at
the Beijing Music Festival in 2000 marking the 20th
anniversary of his groundbreaking China tour. In June
2018, Maestro Yu became the first Chinese conductor
to sign an exclusive relationship with Deutsche
Grammophon, offering the Shanghai Symphony a
global release and distribution partnership and its
second album The Song of the Earth is being released

in July 9, 2021. In 2019 August, he led the orchestra on a
tour of the United States and Europe, with performances
at the BBC Proms and Amsterdam’s Concertgebouw as
well as the Edinburgh, Lucerne and Ravinia festivals.

Under Maestro Yu's baton, the China Philharmonic
Orchestra became the first Chinese orchestra to perform
at the Vatican’s Paul VI Auditorium, a concert attended
by Pope Benedict XVI marking a giant step in bridging
East and West. In 2014, Maestro Yu led the China
Philharmonic in the first Chinese orchestral performance
at the BBC Proms at London’s Royal Albert Hall, a
concert viewed by millions of people across the United
Kingdom.

As Music Director of the Guangzhou Symphony
Orchestra since 2003—an orchestra he first conducted
in 1994—Maestro Yu has expanded the orchestra’s
repertory and touring outreach as well as its educational
mission. Between 2005 and 2007, the GSO organized
the Canton International Summer Music Academy with
a distinguished faculty including Martha Argerich and
Gary Graffman. In January 2017, the GSO inaugurated
Youth Music Culture Guangdong, a performance and
educational initiative “opening a new page in the
Chinese symphonic world” with Maestro Yu leading its
Artistic Committee.

Also a towering figure on the international stage,
Maestro Yu has conducted many highly-acclaimed
orchestras throughout the world, including the New
York Philharmonic, Chicago Symphony Orchestra,
Philadelphia Orchestra, Los Angeles Philharmonic,
Montreal Symphony Orchestra, Orchestre de Paris,
Bamberg Symphony Orchestra, Staatsoper Hamburg,
Berlin Radio Symphony Orchestra, NDR Elbphilharmonie
Orchestra, Munich Philharmonic, Sydney Symphony
Orchestra, BBC Symphony Orchestra, Philharmonia
Orchestra, Tokyo Philharmonic and Singapore Symphony
Orchestra.

Born in 1964 into a Shanghai musical family, Maestro
Yu received his early musical education from his
grandfather, the renowned composer Ding Shande, later
continuing his studies at the Shanghai Conservatory and

the Hochschule der Kunst in Berlin. In 1992, he was appointed Principal Conductor of the Central
Opera House in Beijing and served as its conductor for three consecutive years.

Among his citations in China, Long Yu was named the 2010 Person of the Year in the Arts Field
and was also granted the 2013 China Arts Award and an Honorary Academician from the Central
Conservatory of Music for his dedication to cultural exchange and music development in China.

Internationally, Maestro Yu received the Arts Patronage Award of the Montblanc Cultural
Foundation in 2002. A year later, he was named a Chevalier dans L'Ordre des Arts et des Lettres.
In 2005, the Italian government honored him with the title of L'onorificenza di Commendatore
dell'Ordine al Merito. He was awarded France's highest order of merit by joining the Légion
d'Honneur in 2014. The following year, Maestro Yu received the prestigious Global Citizen Award
from the Atlantic Council and the Samuel Simons Sanford Award from the Yale School of Music. In
2016, he was elected a Foreign Honorary Member of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences
and also awarded the Order of Merit of the Federal Republic of Germany. In 2018, he was conferred
an Honorary Doctorate from the Hong Kong Academy for Performing Arts.

SHANGHAI QUARTET

Over the past thirty-eight years the Shanghai Quartet
has become one of the world’s foremost chamber
ensembles. The Shanghai's elegant style, impressive
technique, and emotional breadth allows the group to
move seamlessly between masterpieces of Western
music, traditional Chinese folk music, and cutting-
edge contemporary works. Formed at the Shanghai
Conservatory in 1983, soon after the end of China’s
harrowing Cultural Revolution, the group came to the
United States to complete its studies; since then the
members have been based in the U.S. while maintaining
a robust touring schedule at leading chamber-music
series throughout North America, Europe, and Asia.

Recent performance highlights include performances
at Carnegie Hall, the Metropolitan Museum of Art, the
Freer Gallery (Washington, D.C.), and the Festival Pablo
Casals in France, and Beethoven cycles for the Brevard
Music Center, the Beethoven Festival in Poland, and
throughout China. The Quartet also frequently performs
at Wigmore Hall, the Budapest Spring Festival, Suntory
Hall, and has collaborations with the NCPA and Shanghai
Symphony Orchestras. Upcoming highlights include the
premiere of a new work by Marcos Balter for the Quartet
and countertenor Anthony Roth Costanzo for the Phillips
Collection, return performances for Maverick Concerts
and the Taos School of Music, and engagements in Los
Angeles, Syracuse, Albuquerque, and Salt Lake City.

Among innumberable collaborations with eminent
artists, they have performed with the Tokyo, Juilliard,
and Guarneri Quartets; cellists Yo-Yo Ma and Lynn
Harrell, pianists Menahem Pressler, Peter Serkin, Jean-
Yves Thibaudet, and Yuja Wang; pipa virtuoso Wu Man;
and the vocal ensemble Chanticleer. The Shanghai
Quartet appears regularly at many of North America’s
most prominent chamber-music festival, including annual
performances for Maverick Concerts, the Brevard Music
Center, and Music Mountain.

The Shanghai Quartet has a long history of championing
new music, with a special interest in works that juxtapose
the traditions of Eastern and Western music. The Quartet
has commissioned works from an encyclopedic list of
the most important composers of our time, including

William Bolcom, Sebastian Currier, David Del Tredici,
Tan Dun, Vivian Fung, Lowell Lieberman, Zhou Long,
Marc Neikrug, Krzysztof Penderecki, Bright Sheng, Chen
Yi, and Du Yun. The Quartet had a particularly close
relationship with Krzysztof Penderecki; they premiered
his third quartet — Leaves From an Unwritten Diary — at
the composer’s 75th birthday concert and repeated it
again at both his 80th and 85th birthday celebrations.
Forthcoming and recent commissions include new works
from Judith Weir, Tan Dun, and Wang Lei, in addition to
a new work from Penderecki.

The Shanghai Quartet has an extensive discography of
more than thirty recordings, ranging from Schumann and
Dvorak piano quintets with Rudolf Buchbinder to Zhou
Long’s Poems from Tang for string quartet and orchestra
with the Singapore Symphony. The Quartet has recorded
the complete Beethoven string quartets and is currently
recording the complete Barték quartets.

A diverse array of media projects run the gamut from a
cameo appearance playing Bartok’s String Quartet No.
4 in Woody Allen’s film Melinda and Melinda to PBS
television's Great Performances series. Violinist Weigang
Li appeared in the documentary From Mao to Mozart:
Isaac Stern in China, and the family of cellist Nicholas
Tzavaras was the subject of the film Music of the Heart,
starring Meryl Streep. The Shanghai Quartet is the
subject of a full-length documentary film, Behind the
Strings, that was released in 2020.

The Shanghai Quartet served as the Quartet-in-
Residence at the John J. Cali School of Music at
Montclair State University from 2002 to 2021. In fall 2020,
the Quartet joined The Tianjin (China) Juilliard School
as resident faculty members. The Quartet also is the
Ensemble-in-Residence with the Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra and visiting guest professors of the Shanghai
Conservatory and Central Conservatory in Beijing. They
are proudly sponsored by Thomastik-Infeld Strings and
BAM Cases.

Symphony Orchestra in the season of 2021/2022, as the
first ever quartet to be invited as the artist-in-residence
of an orchestra in China.

Shanghai Symphony Orchestra is one of the earliest
and best-known orchestral ensemble of its kind
in Asia, through which Chinese symphonic music
has developed. Originally known as the Shanghai
Public Band, it was renamed the Shanghai Municipal
Orchestra in 1922. Notably under the baton of the
Italian conductor Mario Paci, the orchestra promoted
Western music and trained Chinese young talents very
early on in China, and was the first to introduce the
first Chinese orchestral music to the audiences, hence
known as the "the best in the Far East".

With a long history of 142 years, Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra may be referred to as the history of China's
symphonic music development. Spanning three
different centuries, the Shanghai Symphony has now
embraced a new era; it has held over ten thousand
concerts — giving premiere performances of several
thousand musical works and has played a major role
in collaborations between world-class musicians on
both the international and domestic stages, gained
a reputation as the most authoritative explainer of
Chinese symphonic compositions while promoting
them with every possible endeavor. It was the very first
orchestra in China to institute a Governing Council
and to manage a high quality concert season with
a ticket pre-sale system. The orchestra created a
series of musical products, including: the Concert
Season, the Shanghai New Year's Concert, the Spring
Festival Concert, the Music in the Summer Air.

These performances have not only fostered cultural
exchange but have also built a bridge between people,
orchestras and nations.

The Orchestra also pioneered co-commissioning with
world leading orchestras from well-known composers:
"One Sweet Morning” was co-commissioned by the
Orchestra and New York Philharmonic from composer
John Corigliano; Duo was co-commissioned by
Shanghai Symphony Orchestra, Chinese Philharmonic
Orchestra and Guangzhou Symphony Orchestra
from Zhao Lin; also the commission works such as
Symphonic Overture Instants d'un Opera de Pekin
composed by Qigang Chen and Symphonic Suite
Dunhuang composed by Xiaogang Ye. It has premiered
the greatest number of contemporary Chinese works:
In Memoriam by Huang Tzu, ten symphonies by
Zhu Jian'er, and The Map by Tan Dun. The original
soundtrack to Crouching Tiger, Hidden Dragon
performed by the Orchestra even won the Oscar and a
Grammy Award - a first in Chinese musical history.

Since the 1970s, it has toured extensively abroad: In
1990, the orchestra made its debut at Carnegie Hall in
New York; in 2003 it performed in 11 cities in the US;
while in 2004, it toured Europe to celebrate the Sino-
French Cultural Year. Its 125th Anniversary Celebration
Concert given at the Berliner Philharmonie (the first
Chinese symphony orchestra to play in this hall), was
hailed as a great success. In 2009, under the direction
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of Maestro Long Yu, now the Music Director, the Orchestra
embarked on a 12-concert North American tour. In July 2010,
Long Yu led the orchestra in a joint concert with the New York
Philharmonic in the Central Park, New York, promoting the 2010
Shanghai Expo. Between 2012 and 2015, Long Yu conducted the
orchestra in several concerts in Germany, Netherlands, United
States, Brazil which included the concert of the Commemoration
of the 70th Anniversary of the Victory of The World Anti-Fascist
War in United Nations Hall. The orchestra made the debut in
Luzern and gave other concerts in Tirol, Grafenegg and Hamburg
during the European tour in summer of 2017. Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra and Maestro Long Yu have signed an exclusive record
contract with Deutsche Grammophon in June 2018 and its second
album The Song of the Earth is being released in July 9, 2021. The
SSO celebrated its 140th anniversary with a three-week world tour
in summer of 2019, during which the Orchestra made its debuts
at the BBC Proms, Edinburgh International Festival, Wolftrap
Festival and Ravinia Festival in addition to return visits to Lucerne
Festival, Grafenegg Festival and Amsterdam’s Concertgebouw.

Promoting the popularity of high art is SSO’s obligation and
also a powerful method of Urban Cultural Contextualism. With
Shanghai Symphony Hall officially put into use in September
2014 (renamed as Jaguar Shanghai Symphony Hall in 2021),
the Orchestra carries centuries of dreams into reality, and starts
the new orchestra-venue integration model. The SOA - a joint-
initiative between the Shanghai Symphony Orchestra, New York
Philharmonic and the Shanghai Conservatory of Music held the
orientation for their students. The SSO in Chamber concerts
which started in 1984 and held regularly since 1991 will be passed
on into the new Chamber Hall. The MAP Class which is full of
music and fun, shortens the distance between the audience and
the orchestra. The 3rd Shanghai Isaac Stern International Violin
Competition was successfully held in the summer of 2021.

With a long history of 142 years, the Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra will continue to always practice its mission - "Music
Connecting Worlds". The SSO has become a strong the promoter
and driver of cultural exchanges between the West and Asia, as
well as Asian musical education, continuing a three century old
glorious dream.

Playing in an independently-owned, high quality
concert hall is an honor and a dream of all world-
class orchestras. The opening of the Hall in
September 2014 represents an important step in the
orchestra's path to becoming a globally recognized
symphony orchestra. The Hall was designed with
strict adherence to acoustic science guidelines
and draws inspiration from some of the world's
top concert halls, which enables it ranked as one
of China's, and even the world's best concert halls,
bringing Asia's oldest orchestra new vitality.

The Shanghai Symphony Orchestra cultivates
communication between Eastern and Western
culture through the universal language of music and
in doing so resonates within the depths of every
individual. The Jaguar Shanghai Symphony Hall
engages more people and transforms music into
an entirely new experience with rich content and

styling.

As the home of the Shanghai Symphony Orchestra
and the Shanghai Orchestra Academy, the Hall
contains two separate performance spaces: the
Concert Hall which seats 1200 and the Chamber
Hall which seats 400. The Hall serves as a place
of performance, rehearsal, recording, education,
international competition, exhibition and artistic
events. This Orchestra-venue integration model
greatly facilitates the cooperation between the
Orchestra and top international musicians as well
as global arts institutions, effectively enhancing
the Orchestra's position and influence on the
world stage. With the establishment of the Hall,
the Orchestra has become a symbol of the rising
cultural force and influence of both China and Asia.

A Center for Culture Living

The Hall will be open to the public year around,
rather than only during performances. Enjoying a
concert, a movie, a book or even an interactive game
here allows people to form a deeper connection
with music and experience the true meaning
of life.

A Stage for Melodic Intimacy
Determined to become the best concert hall and
recording studio in China, the Hall was designed by
world-class architectural acoustics master Yasuhisa
Toyota and postmodern architect Arata Isozaki,
which in its design charms audiences by bringing

them the most intimate melodic experience.
Through professional acoustic planning and theater
design, both the Concert Hall and Chamber Hall
offer an optimal audio and visual experience from
any direction. The artists' performance and the
acoustics of the surround theatre blend together
into one presentation, immersing the audience in
exquisite music manifestation.

A Landmark for Diverse Art

This is not only a place for music: the Hall will
bring together a range of fine arts. The Hall will
present the essence of Chinese and Western culture
to everyone in the city, bringing about cultural
charm in a musical atmosphere. As an important
cultural landmark in the city, the Hall, along with
the neighboring Shanghai Conservatory of Music,
will become an "Emerging Chinese Music Center"
comparable to New York's Lincoln Center.

A Platform for Music Education

With the mission of cultivating top symphonic
talent and improving the music accomplishments
of Chinese people, the Shanghai Symphony
Orchestra will hold a series of music education
and popularization programs in the newly
established hall. The Shanghai Orchestra Academy
in collaboration with the New York Philharmonic
Orchestra and the Shanghai Conservatory of Music
will be established here to both provide students
collaborative experience with other global orchestras
and foster musical talent across Asia and the world.
Meanwhile, the Hall will feature a museum and a
music experience center that provide open music
education and seminars, encouraging the whole city
to understand and appreciate the allure of music.
